Dear Graduates and Parents,
Congratulations! You're invited to the EHS Project Safe Graduation Party! The GFWC Junior Woman’s Club of Elkins is thrilled to present our free all-night celebration for the EHS Graduating Senior Class of 2024. This annual event has become a crucial event in our community since it was established in 1985. The year before, a graduate tragically lost his life in an impaired accident at Stuarts Park on his graduation night. The incident highlighted the urgent need for a safe and supervised celebration to combat impaired accidents among our graduates. 
Statistics have shown that graduation night often sees an increase in impaired incidents, putting our young graduates at risk. Join us at the Phil Gainer Center on Friday, May 31st, from 9:30 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. for a night of excitement, where graduates will be provided with games, prizes, and all night nourishment. Graduates will be asked to sign an agreement to not to consume alcohol or drugs before or during the celebration. We trust that you'll encourage your senior to attend this event and place their safety in our hands in order to help us reduce these preventable tragedies. 
Here's a glimpse of what awaits you at Project Safe Graduation:
· Arrival: Upon arrival, you will be required to check-in at the registration table at the entrance. During registration, you will receive 1 ticket and a container of poker chips. The ticket will be used at the end of the party and the chips will be used for the casino style games. The chips you win will be converted into tickets to use toward any of the auction items provided. At 1am, tickets will be collected from the auction table and the items will be awarded to the owner of the ticket drawn. The 1 ticket provided on entry should NOT be used for auction items.
· Entertainment: Some notable evening activities will include: entertainment provided by DJ Jake Everline, basketball, cornhole, casino games with Elkins Kiwanis, caricature artist drawings, arcade games from J Rod’s Vending, a selfie station, and depending on availability, rock wall climbing, or a gaming trailer. A variety of interactive games will be set up throughout the night to encourage seniors to try to win gift cards of their choosing (restaurants, home decor, bath, apparel, books, video-games, and automotive).
· Food: Local businesses have donated a selection of food to be provided throughout the entire night and will consist of: pizza, sandwiches, pepperoni rolls, chips & dip, vegetable trays, desserts, breakfast and other snacks. Soda, juice, and water are also provided. 
· Departure: If you’ve stayed all night, you are eligible to win a variety of prizes and gifts, including: monetary, community funded electronics/appliances, a high dollar grand prize item, and a gift from the GFWC Junior Woman's Club of Elkins. All of which will be given prior to breakfast. ONLY seniors staying all night are eligible to win. Once everything has been divided among the graduates, breakfast will be served and the doors will be unlocked. We encourage parents not to let seniors drive who will be staying all night, to avoid potential accidents due to lack of sleep.  If students choose to drive, please park in the upper parking lot of the Phil Gainer Center.  The parking lot will be barracked off once doors are locked.
· Volunteers: Volunteers from the community, first-responders, and parents will be working in shifts all night.  If you know of a friend who would like to chaperone, call Angie Goff at (304)636-5626 to make arrangements. During the week prior to May 31st, chaperones will be contacted to confirm time and location.  All chaperones must be 21 years of age or older and are to check in at the Registration Table. Upon arrival at the Phil Gainer Center they will receive a name tag and work assignment. The GFWC Junior Woman’s Club of Elkins will not be held accountable for any accidents that may occur to chaperones or students!
· Registration Form Directions: As a safety precaution, Project Safe Graduation is a lock-down and it is required that the seniors and guests be pre-registered due to insurance requirements. If a senior has not pre-registered and wants to attend, they will be allowed entry with the understanding that they will not be eligible for the prizes given at the end of the party. A parent must come with them to sign the registration form. If they bring a guest the parent of that guest must also be present to sign them in.
· Fill out the enclosed form and follow instructions carefully.  
· THIS FORM MUST BE MAILED AND RECEIVED BY MAY 25TH.  
· DO NOT TURN IN AT THE SCHOOL.

RULES
1. Doors will open at 9:30p.m and close for admittance after 11p.m (unless otherwise notified by a parent). Party will be over at 6:00 a.m. Parents will be called if your child registered for the party and has not arrived by 11pm.
2. Attendance is limited to EHS seniors and one guest. A graduating senior is anyone who is allowed to participate in the graduation ceremony at Elkins High School. Only graduating seniors will be eligible for the prizes and gifts.
3. If it is determined by a chaperone on duty that a student is under the influence of alcohol or drugs, the student will not be admitted to enter the party. Parents will be contacted to come and pick you up.
4. The chaperones on duty reserve the right to inspect any packages brought in by students. If anyone tries to bring drugs, alcohol, or weapons to the party, parents and/or proper authorities will be contacted and parents will have to make arrangements for the student to leave immediately. If this is not an option the authorities will be asked to do so.
5. We will not be responsible for valuables. Students are encouraged to leave all personal belongings at home or in their car. You are permitted to bring a small bag, blanket, or sleeping bag. The 
chaperones have the right to inspect all coats, sweatshirts, hoodies and bags during registration This is to ensure no substances are brought into the party. 
6. Once a student leaves the party, they will NOT be allowed to return.
7. No misconduct or bullying on part of the students will be tolerated.
8. If a senior does not wish to stay all night, a parent MUST indicate on the registration form the time the student will be leaving. Parents will be contacted to verify before the senior will be allowed to leave.
9. If a student has a medical condition which requires medication the student and his/her parent will be required to make prior arrangements for the parent to bring the student's medication at a pre-arranged time. The members of GFWC Junior Woman’s Club of Elkins are not qualified to store and/or administer prescription or over-the-counter medication.

Parents will be notified if:
A.
The student does not check in by 11pm.
B.
The student decides to leave before 6:00 a.m. regardless whether the registration form is signed. This is done for safety purposes. There will be NO EXCEPTIONS to this rule.

If a student has permission to leave but decides to stay, they will be encouraged to call unless otherwise stated on the form.
