Current Event Expectations
I. Must be a new event.  Sports events, show or movie reviews, and celebrity sightings do not count.  When in doubt, ask!
II. The article must be no more than a week old.

III. The article may come from either a newspaper; a news magazine such as Time or US News and World Report; or a news internet site such as MSN.com or CNN.com. You may also use any local news source such as the Intermountain. Any reliable news source will do the sources above were just examples
IV. Put “Current Event” at the top of the page along with your heading.  Also include the date and source of the article on the top of the paper.
V. One paragraph on what the article is about and your thoughts.
